A set of words that is complete in itself, typically containing a subject
and predicate, conveying a statement, question, exclamation, or
command, and consisting of a main clause and sometimes one or

more subordinate clauses(Definition By Google).
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What Is Sentence? |

Every complete sentence has two parts: Subject and Predicate

Don’t Be Confused? |

A predicate normally consists of a verb, object, and preposition. While learning basic
grammar, most of us learned sentence structure as “Subject + Verb + Object”.

Verb Object

Verbs are words that show an
action (sing), occurrence
(develop), or state of being (exist)

Object is the noun or
pronoun(person or thing) which is
being affected by the action of
verb.

Example: Ahmad is going to market.

In this sentence, going is a verb as it is
showing an action.

Example: Ahmad is going to market.
In this sentence, market is an object.
